"Holding our own" we are simply going 

back.

2. THEREFORE leavinr the principles of the doctrine of Christ, let us TO on unto perfection.) 
1. The word THEREFORE is illative, that is; showing the connection with what procedes with 

what follows. 
(1) Paul had just said (Heb. .5:12-14) that some long in the church o f the Lord were 

still on a bottle: MILK FED. Now he tells us that we are to advance out of this 
state of riT-iri.t.unl infancy (Heb. 6:1,2) into a state cf full maturity in the know-
ledge of the LQrd. 

3. Not layin^ ' the foundation. The first thing necessary in any building is to lay a 
foundation, and to lay it we1"1 -

1. The man who neglects this building principle, and who, without proper foundation, begins 
to build a building, wil] never be a competent builder in anything: Christianity (Matt. 
7:24-29), a barn or a 125 story building. 

2. Just beginning to build r building will never accomplish anything, though the foundation 
is necessary. The superstructure is equally necessary to the successful completion of 
the building. 

3. Just as a foundation is necessary to a good building, there are certain fundamental 
principles, belonging tothe religion of Christ, a clear and correct understanding of 
which is essential to all right progress, going ón unto perfection in the Christian life. 

IN GOING ON UNTO PERFECTION: SOME THINGS NECESSARY. Somethings to be left behind: 
1. All elementary princip] es of Christianity here laid down. They are rY.x in number: 

1. Repentance from dead ivorks.. Heb. 6:1 Two things involved : 
(1) Repentance: Change of under-s! anding; " -; will; conduct. 
(2) Dead works:May mean the works o? tho Law but this use is too limited. In its widest 

sense would embrace everything from which the sinner is to turn. Gal..5:19-1 

2. Faith toward God. Heb. 6:1. Two things involv 
(1) Faith. What is faith? It is the basis of learning."hat you have been taught. You may 

believe it or not. Faith come by hearing. Rom. 10:17. 
(2) God. Paitl Ln ' ' and Christ, t) ? first element of gospel faith is belief. 

John 20:30,31: An many other signs did Jesus truly in the presence of his disciples, 
" which are not written in this book: But these are written that ye 
might believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Sjn of God; and that be-
lieving ye might have life through his name. See also Heb. 11:6 

3. The doctrine of bantisms. Heb. 6:2. Why speak of baptisms in the plural? The Bible says 
Enh. 4:5; "On Lord, one faith, one baptism. 

(l) No doubt the writer refers to the baptism of John, of the many Jewish washings as 
well as Christian baptism. Perhaps Holy Spirit baptism as well. 

4. Of laying on of hands. Heb. 6:2. In the early churfh hands were imposed: 
(1) Imparting a ¡spiritual gift. Acts 8:17 
(2) In healing the sick. Acts 28:S 
(3) In nv^^^'^~ men to the work of the ministry. Acts 6:6; Acts 13:3 i 1 Tim.4:14; 5_i22 

5. Of the resurrection of the "'ead. Heb 6:°. This elementary doctrine of the pssurrec+Y«ft 
Acts 17:32« 23:8; 26:8. of the dead denied by the Sadducess.Mat.22:22

f a i n t n o t ; but though our outward p e r i s h , ye t t h e inward man i s renewed day by 
day. (17) For our l i g h t a f f l i c t i o n , which i s bu t for a moment, worketh for us a far 
more exceeding and e t e r n a l weight" of g lory ; (18) While vre look not a t t h e t h i n g s 
which a r e seen , bu t a t the t h ings which a re no t s e e n : for the t h i n g s which a r e seen 
a r e tempora l ; bu t t h e t h i n g s which are not seen a r e e t e r n a l .

THE RELAPSE FROM WHICH THERE IS NO RECOVERY. Hebrews 6:4-6 Note t h e i r e x p e r i e n c e s : 
1 . They had been e n l i g h t e n e d . In conversion men tu rn from darkness to l i g h t . Here men had 

tu rned from l i g h t to da rkness . 
2 . They had t a s t e d of t h e heavenly g i f t . Forgiveness of s i n s ; peace with God; s p i r i t u a l s trengt 
3 . They were made p a r t a k e r s of the Holy Ghost. Romans 8 :9 ; 1 Cor. 3 :16 . 
4 . They had t a s t e d t h e good word of God. All wonderful promises contained i n t h e Word of God/ 
5. They had t a s t e d of the powers of t h e world t o come. The p r e s e n t power and g l o r y of t h e 

C h r i s t i a n l i f e . 
6. IF THEY SHALL FALL AWAY; After a l l t h e s e g lo r ious expe r i ences , i f t h e y s h a l l f a l l away, 

i t i s imposs ib le t c renew them t o r e p e n t a n c e . 
(Heb.6:6) 

1. "Seeing they crucify to themselves the Son of God afresh, and put him to an open shame." 

TEACHING FROM THE GOOD LAND AND BAD. Heb. 6:7,8. The picture of two men: 
1. One is attentive, the other unresponding. 
2. One man drinks in the grace and truth of God and puts forth corresponding fruit. 
3. Another man drinks in God's truth, seems to appreciate it, but when the result is looked 

for nothing is found but noxious growths. 

BETTER THINGS EXPECTED OF CHRISTIANS. Heb. 6:9-12 Consider 
1. We are to engage in those things that accompany salvation. Verse 9 What are those things? 

1. Work and labor of love, 0od is not going to forget. 
2. Ministry to the saints. Verse 10 
3. Be diligent to the full assurance of hope to the end. Verse 11 
4. THAT YE BE NOT SLOTHFUL (Romans 12:ll) but followers of them who through faith and 

patience inherit the promises. 
5. THE MEANS OF ENTRANCE: Faith, patience, diligence, waiting, and working. 
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
