first creative act. In the last chapter of the Bible, 
Revelation 22 :£, we read, "And there shall be no night ther«

they shall reign for ever and ever."

2. "I am the light of the well-bred or the well-road or 
the well-fed." BUT HP: DID SAY: 

"I AM THE LIGHT OF THE vORLD." 
JESUS ALSO SAID: 
1. "Ye are the light of the world." He also said ye are 

the salt of the earth." Matt. 5>:13,lA He did not say: 
1. His followers are to carry light, and are to carry 

salt to the world

1. Light travels in a straight line. ±ou remember the 

Mother Goose rhyme? 
There was a crooked man, and he went a crooked mile, 
He found a crooked sixpence beside a crooked stile. 
He bought a crooked cat, which caught a crooked mouse, 
And they all lived together in a little crooked house. 
1. The light of Jesus cannot shine through a crook.
