4-At other times,as here, it refers to the 
world of busy human concerns: 
1-Thlnking—Planning— Racing—Hunger lng-
Thlrsting-strlvlng—And all for its 
own alms and purposes, without regard " 
to the glory of God or even of questlor 
of righteousness and truth.) 

5-As such it is a sinful world, and on It our 
love must not be set. ( Three specific forms: 
1-The lust of the flesh-2-The lust of the eyes 
-3-The pride of life. 
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
