L.esson 22
I Corinthians 15:1-34

The resurrection is and always has been the
foundation of all preaching about Christ.

It is the keystone that integrates the
incarnation and Christ’s atoning death. If it
is removed, the whole gospel will collapse. If
there is no resirrection of the dead, then all
humans -- inclieding all Christians -- remain
Under the tyranny of sin and death, and
their bouts of doubt and despair are Furlly
Justified. The restrrection is non-negotiable
and cannot be jettisoned withott gutting the
Christian faith.

“No man has written, pro or con, on the
subject of Christ’'s reswrrection, wWithout
finding himself compelled to face the problem
of the empty tomb. The fact that the tomb
was empty on Sunday morning is recognited by
everyone, no matter how radical a critic he
May be; however anti-supernatiral in all his
personal convictions, he never dares to say
that the body was still resting in the tomb.”

The goal of logic is not trith. The goal of
logic is consistency. If you believe the premise,
then you must also believe the conclusion. You
have no choice in the matter knless yot want
to have logical contradictions bokncing arotnd
in yoltr head, which admittedly is something
that many people are not bothered with at all.

Resirrection means endless hope, but no
resirrection means & hopeless end -- and
hopelessness breeds dissipation. Take away
the resitrrection and mordl standards
collapse. A cynical fatalism toward life
encokrages people to go for the gusto,

to have it all now, to amitse themselves
endlessly. If life ends at death, Why not live
it U-f?

oreover, brethren, I declare unto you the gospel which I preached unto you,

which also ye have received, and wherein ye stand; 2 By which also ye are
saved, if ye keep in memory what I preached unto you, unless ye have believed in
vain. 3 For I delivered unto you first of all that which I also received, how that
Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures; 4 And that he was buried,
and that he rose again the third day according to the scriptures: 5 And that he
was seen of Cephas, then of the twelve: 6 After that, he was seen of above five
hundred brethren at once; of whom the greater part remain unto this present, but
some are fallen asleep. 7 After that, he was seen of James; then of all the apostles.
8 And last of all he was seen of me also, as of one born out of due time. 9 For
I am the least of the apostles, that am not meet to be called an apostle, because
I persecuted the church of God. 10 But by the grace of God I am what I am:
and his grace which was bestowed upon me was not in vain; but I laboured more
abundantly than they all: yet not I, but the grace of God which was with me. 11
Therefore whether it were I or they, so we preach, and so ye believed.

Now it Christ be preached that he rose from the dead, how say some among
you that there is no resurrection of the dead? 13 But if there be no resur-
rection of the dead, then is Christ not risen: 14 And if Christ be not risen, then
is our preaching vain, and your faith is also vain. 15 Yea, and we are found false
witnesses of God; because we have testified of God that he raised up Christ:
whom he raised not up, if so be that the dead rise not. 16 For if the dead rise not,
then is not Christ raised: 17 And if Christ be not raised, your faith is vain; ye are
yet in your sins. 18 Then they also which are fallen asleep in Christ are perished.
19 If in this life only we have hope in Christ, we are of all men most miserable.

B ut now is Christ risen from the dead, and become the firstfruits of them that
slept. 21 For since by man came death, by man came also the resurrection
of the dead. 22 For as in Adam all die, even so in Christ shall all be made alive.
23 But every man in his own order: Christ the firstfruits; afterward they that are
Christ’s at his coming. 24 Then cometh the end, when he shall have delivered up
the kingdom to God, even the Father; when he shall have put down all rule and
all authority and power. 25 For he must reign, till he hath put all enemies under
his feet. 26 The last enemy that shall be destroyed is death. 27 For he hath put
all things under his feet. But when he saith all things are put under him, it is
manifest that he is excepted, which did put all things under him. 28 And when
all things shall be subdued unto him, then shall the Son also himself be subject
unto him that put all things under him, that God may be all in all.

Ise what shall they do which are baptized for the dead, if the dead rise not

at all? why are they then baptized for the dead? 30 And why stand we in
jeopardy every hour? 31 I protest by your rejoicing which I have in Christ Jesus
our Lord, I die daily. 32 If after the manner of men I have fought with beasts at
Ephesus, what advantageth it me, if the dead rise not? let us eat and drink; for
to morrow we die. 33 Be not deceived: evil communications corrupt good man-
ners. 34 Awake to righteousness, and sin not; for some have not the knowledge

of God: I speak this to your shame.
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
